CHRIST IN ALL OF SCRIPTURE

PSALM II

The Coronation and Marriage of the King

Psalm 72 shows the coronation of the true Prince of Peace, our Christ.

Read Psalm 72

Psalm 45 tells of the marriage of the king and is a foreshadowing of the marriage supper of the Lamb. Read Psalm 45:1-2, 6-7. 

Question—How do verses 1-2 describe the church? How do verses 6-7 describe Jesus?

The King and Priest

Read Psalm 110 and then read Mark 12: 35-37. 

Jesus used Psalm 110 as a test of scriptural knowledge for the teachers in the synagogue and to teach of Himself. He gives validity to the inspiration of scripture by saying that it was the Holy Spirit of God who inspired the writing of Psalm 110. 

In Psalm 110, Christ is seen in His offices of King and Priest. The King is the one who rules over enemies with a mighty scepter. The people in verse 3 offer themselves to His sovereign rule.

Christ is found as the great High Priest in verse 4. A priest, who never stops in His duty, but is our priest forever. 

Question—What is the significance of Christ being our High Priest forever? What does the High Priest do on behalf of the people?

Christ our Sacrifice

Read Psalm 40:6-9 and Hebrews 10:5-10. 

This Psalm shows Christ as our sacrifice. He “delighted” to do the whole will of the Father, thereby securing obedience to the Law for us. Because in Christ we have obeyed the Law of God, there is no sacrifice for sin remaining to be given. So, Hebrews 10:9 teaches us that Christ abolishes the first order (blood sacrifices for sin) to establish the second (Himself). Read Hebrews 10:10. 

Question—What does the phrase “once for all” means for us in our relation to the Law of God?

“The writer (referring to Hebrews) contrasts Christ’s sacrifice, the virtue of which lay in its being the offering of an obedient will, and then he arrests the attention of his readers by claiming these words of the Psalmist as fulfilled by Christ”

The Psalm of Calvary

500 years before Christ, the Holy Spirit inspired a Psalm which takes us to the foot of the cross before the event ever happened. Read Psalm 22:6-18. 

We can list the specific events of the crucifixion from this Psalm:

1. verses 6-7—a place of shame and mocking

2. verse 8—the specific taunts of the Jewish leaders

3. verses 9-10—the perfection of Christ and His incarnation

4. verses 14-17—the specific causes of death during crucifixion. Extreme dehydration, joint dislocation, heart failure, exhaustion, blood loss

5. verse 18—soldiers gamble over his cloak

Question—Can it possibly be coincidence that a Psalm 500 years old was fulfilled in this specificity? If not, why don’t people believe?

Other Teachings of Christ in the Psalms

1. The conspiracy against Him and His betrayal. Psalm 31:13 and 41:9
2. His resurrection. Psalm 16:10

3. His coming judgment of the world. Psalm 72:2, 98:9, 50:3

4. His place as chief cornerstone. Psalm 118:22-23

5. Types of the Messiah are Psalm 72, 8, 16, 18, 40, 55, 69, 89, and 109.
6. Directly Messianic Psalms are 2, 22, 45, and 110. 
The Psalms can be used to compile the biography of Jesus:

His eternal Sonship = Psalm 2

His Incarnation = Psalm 40 and 22

His obedience to God = Psalm 18

His moral beauty = Psalm 45

His anointing = Psalm 69

His life of sacrifice = Psalm 69

His association with sinners = Psalm 22

His rejection = Psalm 69

His triumphant entry = Psalm 8 and 118

The conspiracy against Him = Psalm 31

His betrayal = Psalm 41

His manner of death = Psalm 22, 69, 34, 31

His resurrection = Psalm 16

His ascension = Psalm 16, 72

His coming judgment = Psalm 50 and 98

Surely, we can see the redemptive plan of God was enacted before the sinfulness of mankind, out of a heart of mercy from God. Surely, we can see the inspiration of the Holy Bible.
