ISAIAH PART II

Isaiah Fulfilled by Christ

Written some 500 years before the birth of Jesus, Isaiah is full of Messianic prophecies fulfilled in our Lord. It is helpful to see the current events surrounding the time of Isaiah.

Isaiah writes to the two tribes of Israel who remained the longest before falling into God’s judgment and being conquered by the Babylonians. Judah and Benjamin remained after the 10 Northern tribes were taken into captivity by the Assyrians. Just like believers today, in spite of the warnings and watching the other tribes suffer God’s judgment, Judah loved self and false prophets more than God. 

It is into this environment, God sent the prophet Isaiah. While prophesying coming judgment, the prophet also wrote of the eventual day when God would provide a perfect atonement and write His law on the hearts of His people.

The Reign of Christ

The closing chapters of Isaiah, 58-66, are full of victory, this victory 

should be a great lesson for us. Israel’s contentment and satisfaction have become grounded in their earthly kingdom. Isaiah tells them of judgment, failure, and then paints the picture of the coming Messiah through whom is found the only true and lasting joy and peace. We can easily fall into the same trap. We find our peace and joy in the temporary world. There is coming a day of true victory, but it will only be delivered by the great Messiah, Jesus. He will rescue His people from the delusion of earthly fulfillment.

Israel will be gathered to their land and see the one they pierced returning in great power and glory (Zechariah 12:10). He will execute righteous judgment (Jude 14-15), the unbelief of people will be taken away (II Corinthians 3:15-16), and He will be worshipped as Messiah (Isaiah 9:7, 16:5). Universal peace will be established (Isaiah 2:4, 65:25).

Look at these verses:

And a Redeemer will come to Zion, to those in Jacob who turn from transgression,” declares the Lord. (Isaiah 59:20)

 The sons of those who afflicted you shall come bending low to you,  and all who despised you shall bow down at your feet;  they shall call you the City of the Lord, the Zion of the Holy One of Israel Whereas you have been forsaken and hated, with no one passing through, I will make you majestic forever, a joy from age to age.
(Isaiah 60:14-15)

The nations shall see your righteousness, and all the kings your glory,  and you shall be called by a new name that the mouth of the Lord will give You shall be  a crown of beauty in the hand of the Lord, and a royal diadem in the hand of your God You shall no more be termed Forsaken and your land shall no more be termed Desolate, but you shall be called My Delight Is in Her, and your land Married; for the Lord delights in you, and your land shall be married. (Isaiah 62:2-4)

I will bring forth offspring from Jacob, and from Judah possessors of my mountains; my chosen shall possess it, and my servants shall dwell there. Sharon shall become a pasture for flocks, and the Valley of Achor a place for herds to lie down, for my people  who have sought me. (Isaiah 65:9-10)

The Portrait of Christ
It is amazing that in the book of Isaiah, written about the coming judgment of God on his sinful people of Judah, we find the birth, life, characteristics, trial, death, burial, and future return of the Lord Jesus Christ. Isaiah is quoted in the New Testament at least 21 times. Matthew, Luke, John, and Paul all use Isaiah as inspired scripture.

Our Messiah is seen as the central figure in the writings of the prophet. In the last section, after 39 chapters of the proclamation of judgment over a sinful people, we find the cross and the work of redemption

Certainly, we can see how own lives in parallel to the ancient people of Israel. Chosen for great benefits by God. Given the word and promises of God. Only to find ourselves rebellious and stubborn. We deserve punishment and judgment as much as they did, but we find the plan of God written over our lives, just as they did. We have been purchased by the blood. Our sins are paid for by the Son. One day this same savior will return to finalize our salvation and we shall reign with Him once and for all delivered from our sin.
