THE BOOK OF EXODUS

Exodus is the book of redemption; therefore, it has many portraits of Jesus within its writings. The chosen people of God are in hopeless bondage in Egypt. They are in the same condition as all sinners, powerless to change their condition. A deliverer comes and rescues them. This message of deliverance is first given to a prophet through a burning bush, which is a beautiful picture of the incarnation—a common bush ablaze with the glory of God. Jesus was in every way a common Jewish man, yet filled with the manifest glory of God.

The Passover Lamb

There are many direct and even obvious parallels between the Passover feast and Jesus Christ, especially in the lamb of the Passover. Read I Corinthians 5:7-8. In this call for a purity of life worthy of our redemption, Jesus is directly referenced as our Passover.

Living Bread and Water

Read Exodus 16:3-4 and 17:6

Jesus called Himself the Bread of Life with direct reference to Exodus 16. Read John 6:48-51. 

Characteristics of this bread:

1. Provided in response to need

2. Provided in spite of their unworthiness

3. Provided to meet every day’s needs

This bread is also a picture of the Lord’s Supper. Read Matthew 26:26.

Characteristics of the living water:

1. The rock of supply was smitten

2. The rock was supplied by God

3. The water was given in spite of their unworthiness

Jesus said He was the provider of living water. Read John 4:13-14.

Corinthians tells us Jesus Christ was the rock that produced living water. Read I Corinthians 10:4.
