CHRIST IN ALL OF SCRIPTURE

THE TABERNACLE

The New Testament sheds light on many of the Old Testament passages and their meaning. We are told that the Jerusalem of Paul’s time was for those in bondage to the Law, but there was a heavenly Jerusalem for those of salvation.  Read Galatians 4:24-26.  We are told that as Adam was the root of all sinfulness for man, Christ was the root of all holiness for God’s people. Read Romans 5:14.

Hebrews 8: 1-6, tells us that the Old Testament tabernacle made by Moses was according to a specific pattern to be the sign of God’s presence with the people. Christ has replaced this old sign of God’s presence by ascending into heaven to be our high priest while leaving the Holy Spirit to actually be the presence of God within His people.

Read this passage.

The Old Testament tabernacle was the meeting place of God and man. Christ is now the place where God and man meet. Read John 1:14

The word for “dwelt” in this verse is skenoo  and means to fix one’s tabernacle. 

Being made to the specific pattern God gave to Moses, the tabernacle is a picture of Christ Himself. The structure and items of the tabernacle give us a portrait of the redeemer 1500 years before He came incarnate to our world. (the exodus was between 1447 and 1550 B.C. Over 50 times it is recorded of Moses, “As the Lord commanded Moses, so did he”.

THE TABERNACLE
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1. The outside of the tabernacle was made of unattractive badger’s skins. (probably a species of seal)  


Read  Isaiah 53:2

2. The inside was absolutely beautiful, filled with shining gold. The inner layer was fine linen with the wings of cherubim woven in blue, purple, and scarlet threads. Blue represented heaven from which Jesus came down, purple the royal color of a King, and scarlet showing cleansing and purification from sin.  Read John 1:14

3. Protecting the Holy Place was a pure, white linen fabric.

4.  The walls were made of wood overlaid with pure gold and 60 pillars resting in silver sockets held up the walls. These sockets were made from redemption money paid by each Israelite, so that the entire structure rested on a foundation of redemption.









Read I Corinthians 1:30

5. The court was entered through a gate, which was curtain. A curtain is the easiest method of entering through a wall. 









Read John 10:7-9

6. Once a person entered through the gate, they were completely surrounded by the spotless white linen curtains. 








Read II Corinthians 5:21

7. The Golden Lampstand is the beauty of the savior, the light of the world. 





Read John 8:12

8. The table of showbread was in 12 loaves placed on the table to show the consecration of spiritual Israel, the true Israel, to the Lord. 





Read I Peter 2:9

THE PIRLGRIM’S PROGRESS

If you draw a straight line from the gate to the mercy seat in the Holy of Holies, you go through the altar of blood sacrifice, the purification laver, through the curtain door, past the showbread on your right, the golden lampstand on your left, through the altar of incense, through the veil, to the mercy seat.

This is the path of every believer. Through the altar of the blood sacrifice of Jesus (justification), through purification (justification and sanctification), through the gate of Christ, joining in the throng of all of true spiritual Israel, who adore the beauty and purity of God’s lampstand, carried by the incense of the Spirit who intercedes for us, to the mercy seat of Holy God.

Why did we not mention the veil? Read Matthew 27:51 and Hebrews 10:20.
